 ENG 104, 105, 106 "Introduction to Literature" (only one course from this series will 

count). 
 
 Of the total 24 credits, a maximum of 8 credits may be taken in lower-division courses. 

 
 All upper-division course work for the minor must be taken in residency at the 

University of Oregon.  
 
 All course work must be passed with the grade of mid-C or better. (Grades of C- or 

lower, and courses graded "P" will not count for the minor.).
